Exercise 1 Join an Email Discussion Group
Objectives

1. Practice using an Internet portal system.

2. Search an Internet portal system for discussion groups.

3. Join a discussion group.
Activity

1. If you do not already have a Web mail account, follow the steps in Assignment 1 to set one up.
2. On the Internet portal service home page, click on the icon for Groups, or follow the links here:

http://groups.yahoo.com/
3. Type a subject that interests you in the Search window.
4. Explore the choices that some up in your search by clicking on their links. 
      5.    When you find a group that interests you, click on the link that says Join
a. You will be prompted to sign into your Web mail account.
b. b.    You will be prompted to select a profile and email address you would like to use for 

the group. 

c.   If prompted to write a message to the List owner, type a short message.

d.   Choose how you would like your messages delivered. 

e.   You may be prompted to enter a code in a text box. This is to avoid subscribing to the 
    group by accident. 

f.   At the bottom of the screen, click Join.

g.   You will receive an email with instructions on how to confirm your registration.

   follow the instructions. 

h.   You will then receive an email from the List owner with policies and 

   procedures, instructions on how to subscribe to or unsubscribe from the group. After    

    that, you should start receiving emails from the group. 

6.   Forward a copy of the email confirming your group membership to the instructor.
Exercise 2 Join a Social Networking Site
Objectives

1. Research social networking sites.
2. Choose a social networking site that suits your purpose.

3. Create a profile on a social networking site.
4. Practice adjusting privacy setting and inviting friends to join.
Activity

1. If you do not already have a Web mail account, follow the steps in Assignment 1 to set one up. 
2. Check out one or more of these social networking sites:

3. Research which social networking site best meets your needs. Ask friends, classmates,

and family members for their opinions. Some people have profiles on several sites.

4. Choose a site that interests you the most, or one you haven’t joined yet.
5. Follow the steps on the site to set up your own profile.
6. You will receive an email requesting you to verify your email address. Follow its instructions.

7. Personalize your profile as you see fit. Remember potential employers may be able

to view the content on your profile, so be mindful.

8. Once you have set up your profile, invite friends to join you. You can do this by sending out individual friend requests. You can also get the site to find contacts in your Web mail address book and invite several people to join at one time.

9. It is recommended that you only invite friends to join you who are already members of the social networking site.

10. Adjust your privacy settings as you see fit.

11. Send your instructor an email with a link to your profile’s home page.
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
