Database Real Life Project 

Students will collect data and design a database based on information they collect on their own. Sources of data can include classmates, family members, friends, neighbors, etc.  In order to protect respondents’ privacy, students can identify respondents by using numbers or pseudonyms. Students may use any database software program available to them. If no database software program is available, students can use Microsoft Office Excel. 


Possible topics include: number and types of pets per household; friends who have social networking pages; number of cars or computers per household.
