In all clinical situations students are expected to demonstrate responsibility and accountability as professional nurses with the ultimate goal being safe patient care.  The Baylor University Louise Herrington School of Nursing (LHSON) believes that this goal will be attained if each student’s daily clinical practice is guided by the Standards of Safe Clinical Practice that always includes, but is not limited to, the following behaviors. 

The student will:

1. Know and conform to the Texas Nursing Practice Act and Texas Board of Nursing rules and regulations as well as all federal, state, or local laws, rules, or regulations.

2. Adhere to the American Nurses Association (ANA) Code of Ethics.

3. Adhere to Health Information Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) and institutional privacy practices.

4. Prepare for clinical learning assignments according to course requirements and as determined for the specific clinical setting.

5. Practice within the boundaries of the nursing student role as established by the LHSON and the assigned agencies. 

6. Provide nursing care required to promote health and prevent illness or further complications.

7. Demonstrate the application of previously learned skills and principles in a safe manner while providing nursing care.

8. Administer medications and/or treatments in a safe manner according to guidelines provided by LHSON and the assigned clinical agency.

9. Promptly report significant client information in a clear, accurate, and complete oral or written manner to the appropriate person(s).

10. Comply with institutional policies and procedures when implementing nursing care.

11. Meet the clinical expectations as outlined in the course syllabus and the LHSON Clinical Performance Evaluation Tool.

I have read the Baylor University Louise Herrington School of Nursing Standards of Safe Clinical Practice, Texas Nursing Practice Act Rules 217.11 and 217.12, ANA Code of Ethics, HIPAA, and clinical course syllabus. I understand that these standards are expectations that guide my clinical practice and will be incorporated into the evaluation of my clinical performance in all clinical courses. Failure to meet these standards may result in my removal from the clinical area, which may result in clinical and course failure.
