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Main Updates
Chapters were reorganized to promote a more logical flow:
· Sexual Response and Arousal (previously Chapter 7) is now Chapter 6

· Contraception (previously Chapter 8) is now Chapter 7

· Conception, Pregnancy, and Birth (previously Chapter 9) is now Chapter 8

· Gender Dimensions (previously Chapter 6) is now Chapter 9
· Sexual Orientation (previously Chapter 11) is now Chapter 10

· Sexuality in Childhood and Adolescents (previously Chapter 12) is now Chapter 11

· Sexuality in Adulthood (previously Chapter 13) is now Chapter 12

· Sexual Techniques (previously Chapter 10) is now Chapter 13
· Forcible Sexual Behaviors (previously Chapter 16) is now Chapter 14

· Sexually Transmitted Infections (previously Chapter 14) is now Chapter 15

· Sexual Dysfunction and Therapy (previously Chapter 15) is now Chapter 16
Entire sections were moved from one chapter to another:
· The section on pregnancy and lactation was moved to Chapter 8, Conception, Pregnancy and Birth
·  The section on menopause was moved to Chapter 12, Sexuality in Adulthood
· Discussion of the G spot was moved to Chapter 6, Sexual Response and Arousal
· Chapter 16 was re-titled from Atypical Sexual Behavior to Alternative Sexual Behavior.  This was done to clarify that sexual behavior comes in many varieties, and to avoid being judgmental about the sexual behaviors in which people choose to participate.

· The guidance from professional organizations regarding health screenings is updated to the latest recommendations.  For example, most current guidance regarding breast cancer screening (mammograms) and prostate specific antigen (PSA) screening are included.

· When appropriate, boxed material is changed and/or updated throughout the book.  Statistics are also updated throughout the book: the most current statistics regarding STIs, adoptions, abortions, birth rates, marriage and divorce rates, prevalence of sexual behaviors, and many other categories are presented. 
Major Chapter Changes Are Listed Below


· A chapter summary has been added to the end of each chapter to aid in the comprehension of material.

· In Chapter 1, the UNICEF annual report entitled The State of the World’s Children, 2009 is used to illustrate the relationship of medical intervention and the status of women in developing countries to maternal and child health as well as teen pregnancy.

· In Chapter 2, there is a new section on evaluating sexuality information on the Internet in addition to new sections on focus groups and on interpreting statistics.

· More information is included on breast cancer in men in Chapter 5.

· A section on the role of culture in sexual arousal is included in Chapter 6.

· Recent contraception methods, availability, and new developments have all been added to Chapter 7.

· In Chapter 8, the section on determining the due birth date using the Nagele’s Rule and other methods is expanded, and more information is provided about water birth.  In addition, a section on psychological and physical adjustments after childbirth is added.

· Also in Chapter 8, the discussion regarding intersexuality (previously referred to as hermaphroditism) is expanded and updated.

· In Chapter 9, the sections on gender and the workplace and gender and advertising were updated and greatly expanded.

· In Chapter 10, there are expanded discussions of contemporary topics such as statistics related to sexual orientation, gender activism, and sexual orientation and legal issues.

· In Chapter 12, there is increased information about the sexual behavior of college students and more information about cohabitation.

· In Chapter 13, the relationship between cervical cancer and HPV is expanded, as is the discussion of Gardasil and the presentation regarding Hepatitis B.

· A section on “Keeping It Going” is added to Chapter 13 to provide guidance for maintaining a satisfying sexual relationship over many years, such as in long-term marriages.

· Chapter 14 contains additional information about what to do if sexual assault occurs and increased information about sexual harassment and college students.

· In Chapter 17, there is increased information about child prostitution and about trafficking of persons.
· The Appendix, An Introduction to Service-Learning, now is available on the book’s companion web site, rather than in the main text.
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
