Major Chapter Changes Are Listed Below

· Chapter 1 was shortened and some of the ancient history of community and public health is presented in an abbreviated form 

· Chapter 3 includes a discussion of the Criteria of Causation
· Chapter 4 contains new discussions of the importance of immunizations and needle exchange programs in the prevention of communicable disease
· Chapter 5 starts with a new section on the social ecological approach and its importance to both community organizing/building and program planning
· Chapter 6 includes the latest information about school wellness polices and an overview of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s Health Education Curriculum Analysis Tool (HECAT) for curriculum review and development
· Chapter 8 has been updated using the most recent information from the Youth Risk Behavior Surveillance System (YRBSS), the Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFSS), and the National College Health Assessment (NCHA)

· Chapter 11 has been thoroughly revised. 

· It includes new details on the causes of mental illness and the mental health needs of culturally diverse groups, and describes the nature of recovery from mental illness in the U.S. and in less-developed countries. 

· It also discusses the relationship of mental illness to violent crime, and the use of mental health courts and other remedies to reduce the number of people with mental illness in jails and prisons. 
· The chapter concludes with a new discussion of the social and economic challenges currently facing the mental health field. 
· Chapter 12 covers the Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act giving the FDA oversight of tobacco products. 
· There is also a discussion of the sharp rise in fatal unintentional poisonings (now the 2nd leading cause of unintentional deaths) attributable to the use/abuse of non-medically prescribed painkillers.
· Chapter 13 (previously Chs 13 +14) is the new combined chapter on health care delivery in the United States.
·  In addition, it also includes many of the details found in the Affordable Care Act—the health insurance reform law—passed in March 2010. 
· Chapter 14 (previously Chs 15+16) has been completely rewritten. 
· Environmental threats to our air, water, and food resources and the environmental health hazards associated with community living are succinctly described and explained. 
· Governmental (regulatory) and nongovernmental approaches to reducing environmental health risks are discussed. 
· The chapter concludes with a description of natural and human generated environmental disasters and with a discussion of how communities respond to these disasters.
· Ch  15 changed to Injuries as a Community Health Problem (previously Ch 17)

· Several of the long tables providing state-by-state motorcycle helmet and safety belt regulations were removed from the text and moved to the book’s website.

· The chapter includes a new discussion of distracted driving, including texting and e-mailing while driving. 
· There is also mention of new court rulings concerning restriction of firearms on college campuses (Utah) and in cities (Chicago), and the ramifications for community safety. 
· Ch  16 changed to Safety and Health in the Workplace (previously Ch 18)
· It includes a new discussion of the plight of migrant farm workers and their children, including the 2010 Human Rights Watch report, “Fields of Peril: Child Labor in U.S. Agriculture.” 
· There is updated material on the safety and health risks faced by miners, including mention of the 2010 mine disaster at the Upper Big Branch Mine in West Virginia.
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
