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What’s New to the Second Edition?
This edition has been revised and updated extensively. In doing so we benefitted enormously from the comments given to us by many readers and specifically the PhD fellows and staff members at the Julius Center for Health Sciences and Primary Care, University Medical Center Utrecht and at the Department of Epidemiology, Radboud University Medical Center Nijmegen. New developments in clinical epidemiology, for example in the design and analysis of prediction (i.e. diagnostic and prognostic) research and in the methodology to adjust for confounding, were incorporated in the text and the reference list was updated with clinically relevant examples.
