Following are the instructions for installing the source files of the examples and the drills to your hard disk.

 

Copying the files to your HD 

To install the files on your hard disk, use the program Setup.exe. This program will copy the files to the folder C:\Learn C# and remove the read-only attributes. You can change the drive and the folder names when the setup begins. 

The folder structure 

The book examples are divided into two parts. The first part consists of twelve folders numbered “Ch01” through “Ch12, ” each corresponding to a chapter. Each folder contains two subfolders, one for the source code of the examples and one for the answers to the drills. The second part is dedicated to C# 3.0 and consists of one folder, “Ch14. ” In this folder, we included the source code files and the Visual Studio project files. You can use either one to run the examples. Remember that you must install the LINQ project in order to use the examples in this chapter. The LINQ project can be installed from http://go.microsoft.com/fwlink/?LinkId=88254.

 

The source code files of the examples are named Ex1-1.cs, Ex4-3.cs, and so forth. The drill solutions are named Drill2-3.cs, Drill8-2.cs, and so forth.
