INSTRUCTIONS TO LOAD THE DATABASE AND TABLES USED IN THIS BOOK
1.
Load Oracle on your computer.
2.
Download the db_load file and rename it by right-clicking on the db_load link, selecting Save Target As, and saving the file as db_load.sql in your Oracle/Bin directory.
3.
Log on to Oracle as the system manager (with Userid: system and Password: manager) or administrator.
4.
To run the db_load.sql script, type the following at the SQL prompt: 


SQL>@db_load

This script needs to be loaded only once into Oracle’s Bin directory.
Ignore any error messages that may appear as you run the script. These error messages may come up because the script is trying to delete old tablespaces, tables, and other objects, which you may not have if you are running the script for the first time. 
The script should not take more than a few seconds to load. When the loading is done, this script assumes that you are logged into the system account before running the script and will try to change the session back to the system account (from rearp) before exiting.
The db_load script creates all the tables you will be using for the book Practical Guide to Using SQL in Oracle.
